Agricultural University (RLBCAU) highlighting the important developments
and milestones achieved by the University during the year 2015-16.

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1. Introduction

The Rani Lakshmi Bai Central Agricultural
University was established as an institution
of national importance on 5™ March, 2014
by an Act of Parliament by Govt. of India
for the furtherance of the advancement of
learning and pursuit of research in agriculture
and allied sciences. The headquarter of the
University is being developed at Jhansi in the
State of Uttar Pradesh. The jurisdiction and
responsibility of the University with respect
to teaching, research and programmes of
extension education at the University level,
in the field of agriculture shall extend to
whole country and priority shall be laid on
the issues related to Bundelkhand region.
All colleges, research and experimental
stations or other institutions to be established
under the authority of the University shall
come in as constituent units under the full
management and control of its officers and
authorities. Within the provision of para 4
(2) of the University Act, the University has
decided to establish its head quarter and
constituent College of Agriculture and College
of Horticulture and Forestry at Jhansi. Two
colleges, namely College of Veterinary and
Animal Sciences, and College of Fisheries are
proposed to be established at Datia, Madhya
Pradesh. The University is funded directly
by the Department of Agricultural Research
and Education, Ministry of Agriculture and
Farmers Welfare, Government of India, New
Delhi.

Dr. Arvind Kumar, an eminent researcher
and academician was appointed as the first
Vice-chancellor of the University by the
Hon’ble President of India in his capacity as
Visitor of the University, who joined on 9
May, 2014.

RANI LAKSHMI BAI CENTRAL AGRICULTURAL UNIVERSITY

2. Goals

The University objectives are clearly
defined in the Act as follows:

a. impart education in different branches of
agriculture and allied sciences as it may
deem fit;

b. further the advancement of learning and
conducting of research in agricultural and
allied sciences;

c¢. undertake programmes of extension
education in Bundelkhand in the districts
of the States under its jurisdiction;

d. promote partnership and linkages with
national and international educational
institutions; and

e. undertake such other activities as it may,
from time to time, determine.

3. University Authorities and
Governance

The Vice-Chancellor is the principal
executive and academic head of the
University and ex-officio Chairman of Board
of Management, Finance Committee and
Academic Council. Board of Management,
Finance Committee and Academic Council are
the apex bodies, which will take decisions on
administrative, financial and academic matters.
The proposed governance structure of the
University is depicted in Fig. (1).

3.1 Board of Management

The University is being guided by the Board
of Management, which is the policy making
body and responsible for the management of
the University. The composition of BOM during
the period under report is given in Annexure-I.

4. Academic Activities

The University promulgated ‘Rani Lakshmi
Bai Central Agricultural University Academic

graduate degree classes in Agriculture with
the support of Scientific staff and Research
Laboratories of ICAR Research Institutes/Govt.
Departments located at Jhansi and nearby
areas.

A total of 30 students were admitted in
the second batch of B.Sc. (Hons.) Agriculture
programme during the Academic Year 2015-
16, through All India Entrance Examination in
Agriculture and Allied Sciences (AIEEA) for
UG programmes conducted by Indian Council
of Agricultural Research.

The second academic session of the
University was started from 1% August, 2015
with the orientation programme chaired by
Dr. Arvind Kumar, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor.
A brief description of the University,
which included the back-ground, motto
and expectations of the faculty along with
recent achievements, was given to newly
admitted students. The students were given
an introduction regarding the academic
disciplines, scholarships, student welfare,
code of conduct and acquainted with the
opportunities, the support and guidance
that they will be getting from the University
team. Importance of sports, creative arts
and cultural activities in student life, hostel
environment, in addition to the provision
for food, library facilities, etc. were also
given a short mention. The students were
enlightened about undergraduate structure
and various core courses in B.Sc. (Hons)
Agriculture program that need to be opted by
the students. The Vice-chancellor, Dr. Arvind
Kumar, exhorted students to prefer research
and entrepreneurship. He explained about
vast opportunities of placement to graduates
in agriculture besides avenues to start their
own business in it including Agri-Clinics
and Agro-Service Centers. He encouraged
the students to attain overall development in
sports, extra-curricular activities in addition
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to academics. Subsequently, a fresher get
together was arranged by the senior students of
the University for newly admitted students,
on 17* August, 2015, which was graced by Dr.
Arvind Kumar, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor as
chief guest.

5. Faculty

In the light of Section 6 (x, xi) of the
University Act, vesting the University with
power to create teaching, research, extension
education, administrative, ministerial and
other posts and to make appointments
thereto, the Finance Committee and Board
of Management of the University approved
the creation of 254 teaching and 234 non-
teaching posts for the head quarters and four
constituent colleges (College of Agriculture;
College of Horticulture & Forestry; College of
Veterinary and Animal Sciences, and College
of Fisheries). The University has proposed
faculty following the minimum standards

for UG/PG education in different branches
of agricultural sciences, except veterinary
sciences, as per the norms prescribed by the
Indian Council of Agricultural Research. The
Veterinary education shall be regulated by
the norms prescribed by Veterinary Council
of India. The proposal has been submitted
for necessary financial concurrence of MOF
for creation of various teaching and Non-
teaching posts in different pay bands as
per approval of the Board. Mean time, the
University has engaged 34 contract/ guest
faculty of competent Scientists/teachers of
cadre equivalent to Professor (16), Associate
Professor (04) and Assistant Professor (14) to
provide enabling and conducive academic
environment. (Annexure-III).

6. AICRP-Chickpea sub-centre

The technical program of AICRP Sub
Centre on Chickpea involving experiments
for screening of Chickpea germplasm for yield
attributes in Bundelkhand region was initiated
at the University Campus, Jhansi from Rabi
2015-16. The following coordinated trials on
chickpea were conducted:

e 1. AVT-2 (desi) 2. IVT (desi) 3. IVT (desi)
Rainfed 4. AVT 1 (Kabuli) 5 IVT (Kabuli).

e Shuttle breeding: 12 F;s and 6 F,bulks
were grown for evaluation, selection and
advancement to next generation under
space planting conditions. About 200
promising plants were selected.

e Thirty (30) improved varieties/
genotypes of Kabuli and Desi chickpea
were evaluated for yield ability under
agro-ecological conditions of Jhansi in
demonstration plots. Desi chickpea variety
BG 391 having tall and erect plant type,
yielded highest at 31.74 q/ha.

Germplasm evaluation: 202 lines of
Desi and Kabuli chickpea were collected
from NBPGR, New Delhi. The lines were
multiplied and evaluated for disease
reactions, and maintained.

e The entry DIBG 202 performed well with
perfect canopy under rainfed conditions
at Jhansi Centre in Bundelkhand region
during Rabi 2015-16. The genotype yielded
19.07 q/ha which was highest among
other entries in ‘IVT Rainfed (Desi)’ trail
at Jhansi.

The recruitment of sanctioned scientific staff
was made in order to strengthen the AICRP
Sub-Centre on chick-pea at the University
campus.

7. Extension Activities

7.1 Mera Gaon Mera Gaurav (MGMG)

Following the footsteps of Hon’ble Prime
Minister of India, Shri Narendra Modi, the
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University faculty interacting with the farmers

University has adopted Kanchanpur village
of Babina Block to promote bestfarming
practices under the programme called Mera
Gaon Mera Gaurav (MGMG). The scheme
envisages scientists to select villages as per
their convenience and remain in touch with
the selected villages and provide information
to the farmers on technical and other related
aspects in a time frame through personal visits
or on telephone to farmers for increasing farm
productivity and production. Accordingly,
a team of multidisciplinary scientists was
also constituted for this purpose. Progressive

Ground Floor, Site Development at Jhansi &
Datia, Pre-Fabricated Structures for Research
and Academic Activities at Jhansi & Datia
to be executed by the University during
the period from 2015-2017 through the
approved construction agency, subject to
availability of funds. A Memorandum of
Agreement for infrastructural development
between RLBCAU and NBCC as approved
construction agency, was signed and
exchanged between the Vice Chancellor

various activities related to infrastructural
development. The committee is composed
of Hon’ble Vice-chancellor as its Chairman
and a representative of the Construction
Agency not below the rank of Executive
Engineer, a member of Finance Committee,
the Comptroller, a representative of user
Department of the University, Two teachers
of the University nominated by the Vice
Chancellor, Dean or his nominee not below
the rank of Professor from Government
Engineering College; An expert in Civil
Engineering/ Construction Management
nominated by the Vice Chancellor; the
University Engineer/Consultant engaged
by the University and the Registrar being its
Member Secretary. The construction is to be
initiated after finalization of master building
plan and preliminary estimates.

9. Finance and Budget

The University gets funds from Department
of Agricultural Research and Education,
Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare,
Govt. of India for carrying out its activities.
